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Read in Other Languages at Your 
Library  

 
The Burwood community is an          
incredibly diverse one, with nearly 63% 
of residents speaking a language other 
than English at home.  At least 34      
different languages are spoken in     
Burwood providing some interesting 
challenges for the library.  Deciding 
which languages to purchase material 
in can be difficult as the community 
changes significantly in between      
censuses. 
 
With a long established Chinese     
community, it’s obvious we need to   
continue to build up our Chinese       
collection.  Demand is also growing for 
the Korean collection which library staff 
are also developing.  Often we will be 
aware of a newly emerging community, 
but may be unsure of just how many 
people from this particular language 
group are moving into the area.  In the 
last couple of years we started to notice 
a demand for Indian languages and 
based on this demand we decided to 
start a collection of Hindi books.  This 
proved to be the ideal choice when the 
2006 Census results showed an  
emerging Hindi community was evident 
in Burwood. 

 

Some very long established communi-
ties don’t always demand material from 
the library, for example, Arabic and 
Greek are spoken in Burwood but the 
census data tells us that only around 
25% of these residents were born over-
seas, so they most likely read in      
English, resulting in a much smaller  
demand for  mater ia l  in these             
languages. 
 

Currently we collect material in         
Chinese, Hindi, Italian, Korean and 
Spanish.  But for those of you who read 
in one of the other 28 or so languages 
spoken in  Burwood, you can take    
advantage of the State Library’s multi-
cultural collection.  Bulk loans of books 
are available in 44 languages from the 
State Library.  Just ask a staff member 
if you are not able to find the language 
you’d like to read in on the shelves.  
Although we decided to establish a 
Hindi collection, our neighbouring     
libraries have also started collecting in 
South Asian languages.  Ashfield     
collects Gujarati material and Strathfield 
collects Tamil material.  These are just 
some examples of the wide variety of         
language material available in libraries 
across the Inner West. 
 

But it’s not just other languages that are 
in demand.  The English Workshop  
material is very popular with people 
wanting to improve their English       
language skills.  More new materials 
are currently being purchased for this 
collection to give it a boost in the     
coming months.     �
